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Abstract. Diversification of the grapes assortment with table varieties can be an important step in the
development of the wine sector in the Republic of Moldova. Currently, the majority of global production of
grapes is intended for the production of high-quality wines, but there is an opportunity to increase the
production of table grapes, which are mainly used for direct consumption or after storage.

The most requested on the market remain the grapes with a more attractive external appearance with
large or medium grain, pink, amber or black color with an intact pruin layer, the consistency of the pulp should
be more crunchy than juicy, have as little number as possible or even without seeds (apyrenes).

At the present time in the wine register, the largest registered area is occupied by the Moldova variety -
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9197.8 ha, followed by the Ranii Magaraci variety with an area of 603.17 ha, the Codreanca variety 505.29
ha, the Cardinal variety - 261.46 ha and 178.05 ha Muscat de Hamburg variety.

In total, on the territory of the Republic of Moldova, in the RVVM, we have registered 1909.09 ha of
table grapes with white grain. The largest area of table grapes with white grain is occupied by the Alb de
Suruceni variety, 485.5 ha, Muscat lantarai 409.64 ha, Victoria 307.52 ha. The grapes of these varieties at
harvest do not present homogeneous lots for fresh marketing. From the total volume of harvested grapes,
20...40% are grapes that have no commercial value and are directed to industrial processing for the manufacture
of food products in the canning industry.

Although the apirine varieties are in great demand, the areas registered in the wine register of the
Republic of Moldova still remain very small.

The works to improve the viticultural assortment are carried out in the direction of the introduction into
culture or/and the creation of new varieties with the required characteristics, including significant adaptability
to environmental conditions, transportability, long storage.

In addition, the cultivation of table varieties can bring a number of economic and social benefits, such
as creating new jobs in the agricultural sector, increasing farmers' incomes and improving food security by
diversifying the supply of food products for consumers in the Republic of Moldova.

However, there are also challenges associated with diversifying the grape variety. Some table varieties
are more sensitive to specific diseases and pests, which may require additional investment in plant protection
and crop management. Also, some table varieties may be more difficult to grow or market because there is
strong competition from other local producers or from other countries.

In conclusion, diversifying the wine assortment with table varieties can be a valuable strategy for the
development of the wine sector in the Republic of Moldova, the table grape sub-sector, but it is important to
consider both the opportunities and challenges associated with this process. By identifying varieties suitable
for local conditions and investing in plant protection and crop management, it may be possible to increase
production of table grapes and develop a new niche in the food market.
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Rezumat. Diversificarea sortimentului viticol cu soiuri de masa poate fi un pas important in dezvoltarea
sectorului vitivinicol din Republica Moldova. in prezent, majoritatea productiei de struguri din productia
globala este destinatd productiei de vinuri de inalta calitate, dar existd o oportunitate de a creste productia de
struguri de masa, care sunt utilizati in principal pentru consumul direct sau dupa pastrare.

Cel mai solicitati pe piata raman a fi strugurii cu un aspect exterior mai atractiv cu bobul mare
sau mediu, culoare roza, chihlimbarie sau neagra cu strat intact de pruind, consistenta pulpei sa fie
mai mult crocanta decat suculenta, sd aiba un numar cat mai redus sau chiar fara seminte (apirene).

La momentul actual in registrul vitivinicol cea mai mare suprafatd inregistratd este ocupata de
soiul Moldova — 9197,8 ha, urmat de soiul Ranii Magaraci cu o suprafata de 603,17 ha, soiul
Codreanca 505,29 ha, soiul Cardinal — 261,46 ha si 178,05 ha soiul Muscat de Hamburg.

Total pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova in RVVM avem inregistrate 1909,09 ha struguri de masa
cu bobul alb. Cea mai mare suprafata de struguri de masa cu bobul alb este ocupat de soiul Alb de
Suruceni, 485,5 ha, Muscat lantarnai 409,64 ha, Victoria 307,52 ha. Strugurii acestor soiuri la
recoltare nu prezinta loturi omogene pentru comercializare in stare proaspata. Din volumul total de
struguri recoltati 20...40 % revine strugurilor care nu au valoare comerciala care sunt directionati
spre procesare industriald la fabricarea unor produse alimentare in industria conservarii.

Desi soiurile apirene sunt la mare cdutare, suprafetele inregistrate in registrul vitivinicol a
republicii Moldova inca raman a fi foarte mici.

Lucrarile de ameliorare a sortimentului viticol sunt desfasurate in directia introducerii in cultura
sau/si crearea de noi soiuri cu insusirile cerute, inclusiv cu adaptabilitate semnificativa la conditiile
de mediu, transportabilitate, pastrare indelungata.

In plus, cultivarea soiurilor de masa poate aduce o serie de beneficii economice si sociale, cum
ar fi crearea de noi locuri de munca in sectorul agricol, cresterea veniturilor fermierilor si
imbunatatirea sigurantei alimentare prin diversificarea ofertei de produse alimentare pentru
consumatorii din Republica Moldova.

Cu toate acestea, exista si provocdri asociate cu diversificarea sortimentului viticol. Unele soiuri
de masd sunt mai sensibile la bolile si daunatorii specifici, ceea ce poate necesita investitii
suplimentare 1n protectia plantelor si managementul culturilor. De asemenea, unele soiuri de masa
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pot fi mai dificil de cultivat sau de comercializat, deoarece existd o concurenta puternicd din partea
altor producitori locali sau din alte tari. In concluzie, diversificarea sortimentului viticol cu soiuri de
masa poate fi o strategie valoroasa pentru dezvoltarea sectorului vitivinicol din Republica Moldova,
dar este important sa se ia in considerare atat oportunitatile, cat si provocarile asociate cu acest proces.
Prin identificarea soiurilor potrivite pentru conditiile locale si prin investitii in protectia plantelor si
in managementul culturilor, poate fi posibila cresterea productiei de struguri de masa si dezvoltarea
unei noi nise pe piata alimentara.
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
